In the upper right corner should be placed the Participant’s Personal Data and the List of Publications (Times New Roman 14). Text of the paper: under 1000 words (Times New Roman 14). The text can be followed by illustrations (number is not restricted).

3.3. Contact Address. E-mail.

3.4. Secondary School Education (School, city, years of education).

3.5. High Education (University / Institution, years, main subject of education).

3.7. Participation in the research projects (in chronological order: year, name of the project, kind of the participation). 

3.8. Participation at the conferences (in chronological order: year, country, city, name of the conference, title of the lecture).
